Requirements for Noting What I have learned

Ladies and gentlemen of distinguished characters, good morning to you all.
The following should become part of what must be incorporated in your “Noting what I have learned” activities.

· First of all, all responses must be in complete sentences.

· You must begin with what you already know about the subject matter. If you had no prior idea about what the subject matter discussed in class was, indicate that you never did know. If you did, state it and justify the new learning. “For example, we discussed the Metamorphosis by Franz Kafka today. I have never read that novel before, however, some of the issues that are expressed seem to be quite familiar, or I have never heard nor used the new words that were presented in class today.” 
· Then, you must include what was taught or discussed in class, or what you needed to know, such as those which you needed to clarify your thoughts and ideas. “For example, the main topic of discussion today was the manner in which authors reflect themselves in their works, or the main topic in class was the identification of new vocabulary such as ingrained, perturbed, etc.” Or, you could say I had thought that people would rather stay private with their issues and problems, but it seems to me that telling it all makes it a lot better for others to understand them, or you could say, I always thought that perturbed meant to be angry, because of the way it sounds and the way that I had heard it used.
· Finally, you must include what you have learned in class for that day. “For example, after this class, I quite realized that certain words can be understood in many different forms, or after this class, I was able to appreciate the ideas that was provided by one of the students who stated that people who are affected by negative comments usually exhibit withdrawal syndromes.” 

Sometimes we will do activities that only require you to take notes, write down vocabulary words, or complete worksheet assignments. Remember that these are also learning activities, and they are meant to create an impact of some sort. You must be able to write down how those activities have impacted you by following the specifics as have been placed in the bullets above. 

Please remember that you can write them in bullet point form as I have written this, or you can write them in paragraph form. Which ever the case, I am interested in reading just more than one word or phrase from you.
